- Would you like to
share with us your
own language
learning experiences?
My mother tongue is
German, but I've learned
many languages in my
life. | started with French
at the age of ten, then
English at the age of
thirteen, then Latin at the
age of fifteen (following

the good old European
tradition to learn a

language that is not

spoken anymore) and then | started learning Spanish when | was a university
student.

- How many different language courses do you provide at school?

Any featured programs you would like to introduce?

At our school we have an English Department, our English language courses
start in our Primary school and go on till the final exam. As a German school
in the host country China, we also provide Chinese language courses in
different levels. For Chinese native speakers it is probably not really challenging
sometimes, but the main part of our students — even the multicultural ones —
want to learn and train Chinese, too. And of course we offer language courses

in the European languages French, Latin and Spanish.

- For students of different age groups, what teaching methods do you
apply accordingly”?

Of course there is a big difference between language teaching in the Primary
school department and in the Secondary or High school department. Playing,
singing, games, rhymes, having fun with the foreign language and its sounds
is the way with the children, the very early beginning of language learning. The
pupils get more and more structures, grammar, vocabulary to use the language
in a correct and in an adequate way also in international situations and contexts.
Our Secondary school organizes international and intercultural exchange
programs and travels. Our students can join geography and history courses in
English to improve their language knowledge. And finally the students should
be able to use the foreign languages they've been studying for such a long time
quite properly. To give an example: Our high school students in the 11th and
12th grade are part of MUN (Model United Nations) where they travel to a city
somewhere in the world, meet up with students from other countries and go
there as representatives e.g. for China or another nation. They have to argue
and to discuss in English from the viewpoint of their chosen country. It was
always very impressive to see our students mastering English in that way.

- From your point of view, is there a “language-sensitive period”

for a child?

In my opinion, children should start early with language learning. First of all they
have to be aware of their mother-tongue, and lay a good foundation of that.
But growing up bilingual is a very good chance for children to learn languages
easily and very naturally. But of course, every child can learn languages during
the whole school period. At school, learning languages is quite easy because
there is a teacher and language classes. But people can start learning languages

on everyday basis. It's never too late.

- Please name a few key factors for learning and mastering a foreign
language.

You have to be interested in foreign cultures, you have to be open-minded and
of course also diligent in learning words and syntaxes. But to visit a foreign
country and to be able to use its language is a wonderful experience! We
combine our Chinese language courses with intercultural trainings, “Meeting
China and its culture” is one of our aims with our non-Chinese pupils and
students, that's more than learning the language.

- Any advice for kids who're learning foreign languages now?
Learn as many languages as you can in your life. Each language you learn will

open a new world for you!
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Could you please give us a brief introduction of yourself?
My name is Dr. Cris Ewell; | am the Director of Language Programs at Shanghai
American School (SAS).

Would you like to share with us your own language learning
experiences?

English is my first language. | began to learn Spanish in school, and found that
it gave me access to whole new world as well as an additional identity. The rich
experience of learning Spanish whetted my appetite for another language. |
began studying Russian, eventually taking a gap year to study Russian literature
and history at Moscow University. Russian is now my home language, as my
husband is from Moscow. Chinese is my fourth language; | have spent most of
my adult life in Asia. | love languages because each language has deepened my
understanding of the world and my relationships with others.

How many different language courses do you provide at school? Any
featured programs you would like to introduce?

In addition to content courses taught in English, SAS provides daily Chinese for
Preschool to Grade 5. Grades 6-12 have a choice of Chinese, Spanish or French.
SAS has dedicated a great deal of energy and focus on the quality of the
Chinese program and pathways. The SAS program provides accountability
to student growth in research-based pathways of language growth and
development from Kindergarten through to Grade 12. Digital, ongoing student
portfolios allow students, parents and teachers to measure growth over time
in the program. Our school offers a wide variety of levels of Chinese: from
introductory levels of language through to the IB Language A courses of
Chinese literature.

For students of different age groups, what teaching methods do you
apply accordingly”?

Teachers employ evidence-based learning. This means that regardless the age
of the child, the teachers are looking to see what a child already knows and
to identify next step needs. In evidence-based learning, assessment becomes
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a celebration of mastery as
well as an indicator for the
teacher of what needs to be
taught. Ongoing e-portfolios
manage the rich research-
based set of learning
objectives that allow teachers,
students and parents to see
an individualized profile of
student successes and needs
in a long-term trajectory
of learning. This allows the
school to systematize the
personalization of learning.
Different age groups receive

instruction in age appropriate
ways, pulling on a variety of systems, such as Reggio Ameilia for the younger

years.

From your point of view, is there a “language-sensitive period” for a
child?

There is much research and attention in language education focused on early
years, and with good reason. Students in their younger years can acquire
language without the markers that would later identify them as “second
language learners”.

When it comes to language education, the Middle School years are often
overlooked. | have found, however, the Middle School years to be a key turning
point for many students. As student understanding of the world grows,
students need to be able to express increasingly complex ideas with language.
If a child’s language level does not grow with the student in this time, then there
is a fair likelihood that many of the gains made in Elementary School could be
lost.

Please name a few key factors for learning and mastering a foreign
language.

Learning opportunities: Look for ways that your child might play or engage in
the language. For example, if your child likes to swim, look for a swim instructor
that speaks the language that your child wants to learn. Look for opportunities
where the language is spoken in the context of a different, but fun goal.
Consistency of pathway: Build a language base and stick with it. Ensure
that the language level grows and matures with your child throughout his/her
schooling experience.

Model language learning: In my many years of working with language
education, | have found that highly motivated and successful language students
often come from families where language learning is just part of the natural
landscape. This means that families value language and believe it is possible to

achieve high levels of additional language.

Any advice for kids who are learning foreign languages now?

e Do not be afraid to speak with people. Use the language even if you know
it's not going to be perfect.

e Find books that you like. Listen to them, read them.

e When you find something that you do not know, celebrate it. Identifying
what you need to learn is the first step to learning it.

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HOW TO LEARN
A SECOND
LANGUAGE
WITHOUT DYING

| was born and raised in Shanghai until | was twelve
years old, after which | moved to the UK. | first
came into contact with another language that was
not my own when | was six, at a French learning
institute. It wasn’t a great experience; | learnt
nothing because there was nothing to learn from
the teacher. However, | found other tutors under
whom my French improved to such a standard that
| 'am as of now semi-fluent and the best speaker
in my school. This happened only after six years of
on-and-off tutoring delivered to an unenthusiastic
child.

My French GCSE teachers at my current school
have asked me before how I learnt my French. So
in retrospect, there were three theoretical factors
to learning a second language; the first is grammar
work for proper usage, the second is reading classic
literature for a good foundation, and the third is
receiving lessons in the language one is learning so

that the listening and speaking skills are exercised.

However, they are only theoretical, which means
that they cannot be applied onto the majority of
students, if not all of them, particularly students
who are not enthusiastic about the course. The real
secret to learning a second language, and learning
it well in a relatively short amount of time, is only
demonstrated by my progress in Ancient Greek.

After | moved to the UK, | took up Ancient Greek as
a GCSE with a private tutor at school. | started my
lessons in March 2019 (which means | have been
taking them for almost a year and a half now),
and am now closing in on completing the three-
year GCSE course altogether --- this is remarkable
progress, by the way, to anyone who is unfamiliar
with Ancient Greek and GCSEs.

Of course, the pace of learning a language differs
from student to student, as well as teacher to
teacher. But overall, if one seeks to make progress
in a second language without toiling themselves to
death either with self-deprecation or self-blame, the
following are the core requirements that applies to

everybody regardless of enthusiasm.

The first requirement is a good teacher. This does
not, in any way, mean a teacher with perfect
credentials, although sufficient credentials are
recommendable. A good teacher, in this context, is
someone who knows how to make their student
understand and remember a learning point. For

example, my Greek teacher knows that | like
to learn on my own, | love Ancient Greece as a
civilization, and that | study linguistics in my spare
time. Consequently, he lets me study grammar
as homework, relates new words to an aspect of
ancient Greek history, and makes me find cognates.
However, these techniques might work horribly on
someone who requires guidance when learning,
prefers modern civilization to antique ones, and
is always fixated on sports. In essence, a good
teacher for one student may be horrible for another
because they think and understand in different

ways.

The second requirement is a willing student. Again,
this does not mean a student who acquiesces to
their parents’ expectations, but a student who is
genuinely passionate (or at least interested) about

the language or culture. In my case, my teacher

EMHENE
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has never given me a vocabulary test, because he
knows it does not take a test for me to revise new
words. Instead, | do it on my own because it is a
hobby.

The third requirement is the study of linguistics and
etymology from the PIE family. While this will not
improve one’s second language in question directly,
it will allow the student to remember new words
(and spellings, if that is not their strong suit) with
more ease and precision. This is simply because
all European, Middle Eastern, and many Indic
languages are descendants of the original tongue,
called Proto-Indo-European by linguists, which first
emerged from the Eurasian steppes, or what is now
Mongolia and Kazakhstan. Therefore, if a student
is trying to improve their French, they should study
the linguistics of other Italic languages such as

Spanish or Italian.

The final advice for learning second languages
without dying of exhaustion is really directed at the
teacher rather than the student: if one is a private
tutor, never bore the student. Boredom is the main,
and oftentimes sole, reason many students lose
enthusiasm for the subject (and thus violate the
second advice). Therefore, as a tutor, one should
always bring challenge and doses of humor.

Overall, my experiences in learning second
languages tell me that one should never learn
languages when they do not have an interest in
it, and if they should learn one, it is crucial that
the student is interested in the material. That way,
perhaps the student would be able to polish off a
nice resume without breaking their mental health,
although with this success they should always

anticipate losing vocabulary in both the second

language and their own, or mixing the two.
